In the Wendat language, the term for next week is:

Eo'nidnihk
Just as the names of the days for the current and past weeks, the names of the days of the next week
eo’nidnihk also contains the verb root —’nidnih- which means ‘to be occupied, to work.” They also refer

to workdays, but with respect to the future. Next Sunday, just like the other terms for Sunday, is an

exception to this generalization since it is the ‘future special day’.
